2 1/2 Ton  6x6 Truck  
The capability of keeping the supply lines open is essential to allow any army to gain and keep positions in a battle; just like the German Army fielded the Opel Blitz, so the Americans resorted mainly on this type of 2.5 tons truck to keep troops, ammunitions, and any other material flowing towards the front.

 FW 190 D-9 
The idea of installing a Junkers Jumo 213A engine (until then mainly used on bombers) in a Focke-Wulf 190 airframe was born of a need to improve the high altitude performance of the aircraft: the A and F versions, in fact, suffered a significant drop in speed above 7,000m. Armed with two 20mm cannon and two 13mm guns, the D-9 was immediately a favourite with pilots, who considered it an aircraft equal to the P-51 Mustang. In its secondary role as a ground strike aircraft, the Dora 9 performed excellently during Operation Bodenplatte, the "last stand" of the 3rd Reich in the Ardennes. About 650-700 D versions are thought to have been made, of which four still exist today.

BR 20 Cicogna  
A long-awaited, Limited-Edition reissue of a classic Italeri kit! The BR 20 first saw action during the Spanish Civil War, and was still amongst Italys first-line bombers during World War II. This special reissue includes a brand new decal sheet with markings for German, Italian (both Spanish Civil War and WWII) and, for the first time, Japanese machines from the Sino-Japanese conflict. 
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He 111 Z   Zwilling   
Specially developed from the HE-111H to tow the giant Me.321 gliders, the HE-111Z, or Zwilling (Twins) surely ranks amongst the most spectacular aircrafts fielded by the Luftwaffe during World War Two. This Limited Edition Reissue includes an additional machine on the decal sheet, thanks to new historical informations that have come to light during recent years.

Stratos Safari Rally 
The Lancia Stratos was undoubtedly the most important sports car of the 70s. The first version of this futuristic car - the result of the design genius of Nuccio Bertone - was presented in 1970 at the Car Show in Turin. Thanks to its streamlined body and powerful engine, the Stratos was immediately chosen as the successor to the famous Fulvia HF. Just two years later the definitive version appeared: this featured the engine of the Ferrari Dino 246 GT, a 250 HP 6-cylinder 2400 cc V that would give the car a top speed of 230 kph. In 1973 the Stratos made its racing debut, immediately winning the Firestone Rally and the Tour de France. The following years saw the success rate climb steeply, with Sandro Munari taking three consecutive world championship rally titles in74, 75 and 76. These were the years that made the Stratos a legend - a legend that endures to the present day and that enthusiasts can re-live thanks to this perfect scale reproduction.

TBF/TBM 1 Avenger  
This tubby three-man bomber/torpedo bomber made its debut in the Battle of Midway, with disastrous results: only one of the six aircraft that had taken off made it back to base! Despite getting off to a bad start the Avenger soon won the affection of its crews and the respect of its adversaries, quickly becoming the standard carrier bomber of the U.S. Navy. Over 9000 Avengers were built and many were supplied to allied nations: they were used extensively on all fronts and they inflicted heavy losses on enemy shipping, whether surface or submarine. The Avenger continued its career after the Second World War: over 500, often specialised versions, saw service with the U.S. Navy and in many other nations including Japan - the country against which the TBF had begun its career!
